a. T. Batterson as the new President thanked everyone for attending and all that is given to McNALMS. He reported MSU is talking about the possibility of forming a new Midwest Aquatic Plant Management Center. He reported the EPA has released a draft, Natural Lake Assessments.

6. McNALMS/MLSA collaboration (Howard)

a. MLSA’s February meeting

i. J.J.Jones felt it would be okay for some of the McNALMS Board to review the MLSA Science Advisories Booklet.

Motion by J. Landis, second by M. Soloman that, as we were paid $300 for MLSA to be a Sponsor at the 2009 McNALMS Conference, we would pay $300 to be a sponsor at the 2010 MLSA conference.  Motion carried with R. Carey Abstaining

a. Update
i. N. Kevern reported we had recruited some new members at the Conference.
